The Final Joint Statement on the visit of Foreign Minister of the Republic of Zambia to Sudan (February 10 to 11, 2017)
1. On a kind invitation of Prof. Ibrahim Ahmed Gandour, Minister of Foreign Affairs of The Republic of the Sudan, H.E. Harry Kalaba, Minister of Foreign Affairs of The Republic of Zambia, accompanied by a high level delegation, payed an official visit to Sudan. During which both sides conducted a significant bilateral session on the excellent bilateral relations between the two countries. And in which they affirmed the importance of interaction to boost and strengthen the relations to the highest desired levels in the interest of the two brotherly countries.
2. The Sudanese Minister of FA briefed his esteemed Zambian counterpart, on the latest development in Sudan, with a special emphasis on the positive outcomes of the National Dialogue launched by President Omer Hassan Ahmed Al-Bashir, which brought together various political powers, the opposition, and rebel groups, for the purpose of finding solutions for the Sudanese problems. Dialogue outcomes recommended the formation of a national unity government, as well as some basic constitutional amendments, including the creation of the “Prime Minister” post.
3. On his part, H.E. Minister of FA Zambia praised the positive developments in the Sudanese National Dialogue, which will eventually lead to achieving peace and stability all across Sudan. 
4. Sudanese side commended Zambia, The African Union, regional organizations, and other friendly countries, for their role in lifting U.S. sanctions on Sudan, in addition to removing Sudan’s name of the American list of state sponsors of terrorism.
5. The Sudanese Side also highlighted the adverse effects of the recent U.S. decisions to ban citizens of certain Islamic and Arabian countries from entering the United States, which constitutes a clear violation of International rules and norms, and the peaceful co-existence between nations. Zambia’s Minister of FA confirmed his country’s support to Sudan and other countries to roll back these procedures.
6. The Sudanese Minister of FA praised the African position that rejects the allegations of the International Criminal Court, and the African growing trend which calls for a collective withdrawal from this court.
7. The Sudanese side called upon the Zambian side to support UNAMID Exit Strategy from Darfur in light of the security, peace and stability in the area. The Zambian side expressed its country’s support for this step.
8. The Sudanese side pointed out to Sudan’s role (in cooperation with the European side) in areas of combating terrorism, illegal immigration and transnational crime, the two sides agreed on the importance of assisting Europe and the international community in these areas.

The two sides confirmed the vital role their countries play in cooperation with neighbouring countries, The AU, and other regional and international organizations which aim to put an end to internal conflicts and work on establishing peace and stability to achieve sustainable development in Africa.
10. The two sides expressed their willingness to continue the excellent level of coordination and diplomatic cooperation between the two countries in various regional and international fora. 
11. The Sudanese side informed that President Omer Al- Bashir welcomes H.E. President of Zambia Edgar Lungu’s visit to Sudan at the earliest opportunity.
12. The Sudanese side welcomed Zambia’s intention to establish a resident diplomatic mission in Khartoum, and expressed willingness to assist in opening the embassy by providing a land location for its buildings, The Sudanese government is looking forward for a similar step for the Sudanese embassy in Lusaka. 
13. A comprehensive program was organized upon H.E. Zambian Foreign Minister’s courtesy visit to President Omar Hassan Ahmad al-Bashir, as well as other activities.
14. H.E. Harry Kalaba Minister of Foreign Affairs expressed his appreciation and gratitude for the warm reception and generous hospitality H.E. and his delegation experienced, and by the end of his visit he invited Prof.  Ibrahim Gandour to visit Zambia in the nearest opportunity. 
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
